CYP48. INTERNET SAFETY TASK AND FINISH REVIEW GROUP - FINAL REPORT

Services submitted a report (previously circulated) to report the findings and recommendations
of the Task and Finish Review Group established by this Scrutiny Committee (Minute
CYP36/Nov/09 refers) to examine internet safety.
